DATE: 02/28/2021 LITURGICAL DAY: Second Sunday After in Lent 
Intro: Abraham had left everything in obedience to the word and promise of God. In Genesis 12 we read that 
Abraham left his home, his land, and his fathers house to go to the ƭŀƴŘ ƻŦ /ŀƴŀŀƴ ƛƴ ǇǳǊǎǳƛǘ ƻŦ DƻŘΩǎ ǇǊƻƳƛǎŜΦ 
And we are told that when God promised Abraham a land and an abundance of descendants so numerous, 
that their number would be like the stars of heaven and that all the nations of the earth would be blessed 
through his descendents. Scripture teaches us that ά!ōǊŀƘŀƳ ōŜƭƛŜǾŜŘ DƻŘΣ ŀƴŘ ƛǘ ǿŀǎ ŀŎŎƻǳƴǘŜŘ ǘƻ ƘƛƳ ŀǎ 
ǊƛƎƘǘŜƻǳǎƴŜǎǎΦέ  
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 Our Old Testament lesson from Genesis 17 picks up at this point. God has now given Abraham the sign 
of circumcision as a sign and promise that God would keep His word to give Abraham a child from Sarah. Again

And 
who does the world say that Jesus is? Some today call him a prophet, others call Him a liar or a myth, and 
others curse His name. But who do you say Jesus is?  
 
 The Scriptures teach us that Jesus is the incarnate word, and the seed of Abraham through whom all 
the nations of the earth will be blessed. Jesus is the king that comes from the lineage of Abraham. But the 
world, all around us, has a very different definition of who Christ is.

I. The world has all kinds of ideas about who Jesus was, and if He even existed. 
II. As Christians we are called to make this bold confession of faith, and to not be ashamed of Jesus. 

III. Our Lord Jesus is the Christ who is betrayed, crucified, and rises from the dead so that our Souls will be 
saved through His atoning work. 

 
Conclusion:   So who is Jesus? The world has all kinds of answers to this, but Jesus demonstrates 
Himself as the Christ-- the anointed one-- who entered His creation to die for you. Our Lord Jesus left
