Dear Fellow Redeemed, 

Greetings in our Lord 

Jesus Christ during this 

Pentecost season! 

 

The month of July is a good time to 

remind ourselves of Godôs institution of 

both the Church and the State.   

 

The State: Independence Day is July 4th 

and then later came the founding of our 

constitutional, democratic, federal 

republic- the United States of America. It 

was and is a great blessing for temporal 

life and grants us our civic freedoms. 

 

God established the State as His ñminister 

(servant)ò as it says in Romans 13:1-7 

òThe authorities that exist have been 

established by God...do what is right and 

he will commend you...he is Godôs servant 

to do you good...he does not bear the 

sword for nothing...he is Godôs servant 

(minister), an agent of wrath to bring 

punishment on the wrongdoer...the 

authorities are Godôs servants, who give 

their full time to governing.ò 

 

(The State is called ñThe Kingdom of the 

Godôs Left Handò- it has the office of the 

sword and rules by Civil Government.) 

 

The Church: Established by the Holy 

Spirit on Pentecost, it continues today in 

Word and Sacrament- the holy, catholic, 

apostolic church- and gives great blessings 

of eternal life and spiritual freedom. 

 

God established the Church as His 

ñministerò as it says in 2 Corinthians 

4:1: ñSince through Godôs mercy we 

have this ministry...we do not preach 

ourselves but Jesus Christ as Lord....ò 

and in 5:18 ñAll this is from God, who 

reconciled us to himself through Christ 

and gave us the ministry of 

reconciliation: that God was in Christ 

reconciling the world unto himself, not 

counting menôs trespasses against 

them.ò Also in 1 Corinthians 4:1 ñMen 

ought to regard us as ministers / 

servants of Christ and as those 

entrusted with the secret things 

(sacraments/mysteries) of God.ò 

 

(The Church is called ñThe Kingdom 

of Godôs Right Handò - it has the 

office of the keys and rules by Word 

and Sacrament.) 

 

Thank God for His good gifts to us in 

our nation and in our church! They are 

all by grace, we deserve none of them!  

But God grants them to us as our 

merciful Heavenly Father! Therefore, 

let us pray for ñall those in authority, 

that we may live peaceful and quiet 

lives in all godliness and holinessò (1

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FROM THE VICAR 
 

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ of Trinity Lutheran Church, 

 

It has been a couple of months since I received my assignment to serve as your vicar for the 2008-2009 school 

year.   I am very excited to have been assigned to your parish; I have heard many good things about your 

congregation, both from previous vicars as well as from respected, experienced pastors.  Since we will be 

working closely together in the near future, I thought it would be helpful to write and let you now a bit about 

myself.   

 

I lived and grew up in the village of Sullivan, Wisconsin (pop.667). Both sides of my family have lived in the 

Sullivan area ever since they emigrated from Poland and Pommerania generations ago.   My father is a third 

generation mechanic and still owns and operates the family gas station that my great grandfather founded.  I 

attended public school through high school and was active in FFA and 4-H.  I used to raise ñbantieò chickens for 

show and also had a flock of leghorns, which I raised for eggs.  I am still very interested in gardening and even 

had my own hobby greenhouse for a short time.   

 

Our family has been active in our LCMS congregation, St. Johnôs, Sullivan, WI, for generations. I was involved 

with the youth group and taught VBS and Sunday school there during high school.  It was while in high school 

that I was encouraged to consider preparing for the Pastoral Ministry.  After much prayer and consideration, I 

decided to apply to Concordia University, Wisconsin, where in 2004 I earned a degree in theological/classical 

languages with a minor in Spanish.  While at Concordia I was active in both the Pre-Seminary Student 

Association and the Campus Worship Committee.  On Sundays during college I attended English and Spanish 

worship services at St. Stephen / San Esteban Lutheran Church in inner city Milwaukee.  This parish became my 

ñhome away from homeò congregation.  There I taught VBS and served a 10-week summer vicarage in 2005.   

 

After college I attended Concordia Theological Seminary for two years and did fieldwork at Trinity / Santisima 

Trinidad Lutheran Church in Ligonier, IN, where I assisted in both English and Spanish services and taught 

adult and youth bible studies.  From September of 2006 till July of 2007 I was an exchange student at the 

Lutherische Theologische Hochschule (LThH) in Oberursel, Germany.  Although my main purpose for going to 

Germany was to improve my German, I also studied Ethics and Confessions.  It was also very enriching to meet 

other seminary students from both Germany and South Africa.  Having enjoyed my year in Oberursel, I decided 

to stay a short while longer and served as a vicar for 6 months at St. Maryôs Lutheran Church in Berlin.  My 

duties at St. Maryôs consisted mainly of helping in the worship services and providing English tutoring for 

interested church members.  I returned to the states in February of this year and continued taking classes at Ft. 

Wayne for the spring quarter.    

 

Which brings us to the here and now.  Working with campus ministry on a secular university will be a new and 

exciting experience for me.  It will also be nice to be back in a congregation where everyone speaks the same 

language I do.  I look forward to meeting you all when I arrive in July and I am sure we will have a good year 

together.
